From the society angle, we must consolidate and
strengthen the mainstream thoughts and public opinion in the new era, strengthen positive public communication with a
view to boosting confidence, and upgrading the capabilities for guiding public opinions [6]. We should strengthen the
publicity and interpretation of fine traditional Chinese culture to further improve the public's understanding and interest in
fine traditional Chinese culture, thus firmly preventing and defusing ideological risks. From the perspective of family
education, creating a family environment that embraces fine traditional Chinese culture is also a way to get twice the result
with half the effort. As an important battlefield of education, making a good use of family education can promote
vocational college students to identify fine traditional Chinese culture.

At the same time, using the influence of the internet is also a path to integrate fine traditional Chinese culture into
ideological and political education. On the one hand, digital education presents an opportunity for our country to achieve
breakthroughs in exploring new areas and forming fresh strength for educational development. Greater efforts should be
made to promote digital education in supporting ideological and political education, such as VR practice, internet
application, and other methods to improve students' learning interest. On the other hand, dynamic feedback should be

carried out in combination with science and technology to promote multiple evaluation. Through big data, artificial
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intelligence, cloud computing, and other new technologies, the overall teaching process of ideological and political
education in vocational colleges is dynamically optimized, the content of ideological and political education is enriched,
and the quality of ideological and political education is improved [7].

All stuffs of vocational colleges should collaborate in order to take traditional Chinese culture into education process.
Vocational colleges should not only focus on the teaching of ideological and political theory courses but also fully tap into
the potential of various majors. Building a comprehensive platform which improves educational process and implants
Chinese culture into campus life and campus management is also essential to vocational colleges [8]. With the help of fine
traditional Chinese culture, vocational colleges can improve the level of ideological and political education and provide
theoretical basis for educating high quality technical talents [9].
